THE proceedings taken by Attorney-
Geveral Tabor of New York, against
the leading corporalions in the Sugar
Trust are in conformity with the Dem-
ocratic docirine defined by Judge Thur-
man, that the formation of trusts is
punishable under the ccoomon law, and
that in this country the law should be
put in force against them. A corpora-
tion holding powers and privileges from
the State 1s an artificial persou of limit-
ed rights and well-defined obligatioas.
It is & delegate of the Stale. and Is, as
far as regards the formation of combina-
tions, liable to the application of the
legal maxim, Delegatus Delegare non
polest. 1t canpot trausfer, with propri-
ety, the responsibilities the State has
vested Ip it ; still lees can it transfer its
powers. while decreasing its account-
abillty by the attempt to vest them in
another.

The casa, conducted upon these lines
on behalf of the State of New York by
direction of its Governor, will be watch-
ed by every one with the otmost inlerest
8 & manly effort to protect the people
agaiust impositions and exactions which
make liviog dear and tend to distress
labor. With the priccipal article of
focd now forced to an unoatural price
by a gigantic combinations, the problem
of how to prevent systematlc and un-
conscionable extortion isa wvery press—
ing one,

The issue is one that cannot be di-
voreed from party polities, inasmuch as
these capitalistic sggregations are off-
shoota of the Republican plutocratic
system to which Democracy is irrecon-
cilably opposed.

TuE Democrats of the Senate, says
the philadelphia Record endeavored to
fix a time for closing the tariff debate
in order that a vote might be reached
during the present session. Bat this
did pot suit the Republican majority,
and the proposition was eyaded. The
conclusion from the course of the Re-
pubiican Senators is that they have not
come to an understanding amoag them-
selves, or that in spite of thelr profes-
sions in behalf of revenue reduction
they have determined to prevent any
vote on the question. Of course, po
measure of substantial Tariff Reform
can be expected of the Senate at this or
any future session so long as that body
shail remain under control of Lthe bene-
ficiaries and attorneys of Mouopoly.
As at present constituted the Senate !s
incapable of legislaling in the interest
of the people, and the sooner tLis truth
shall come to be understood the better
for the country.

Last week, o New York, s People's
meeting nomioated Abram 5. Hewiti,
the present mayor for re-election and
County Democracy have endorced him.
The Tammany Hall Democrats have
pominated Sheriff Hugh J. Grant for
ithe same pasition, although the Tem-
manyites are not anited. Whether the
Republicans will nominate a candidate
of their own or endorse Hewitt is not
yet known. The fight in the city will
have n tendency o bring out an in-
creased vole which will be favorabls to
to the Democrats, but there is daoger
that iz the factiooal Oght = Iarge
amount of trading will de done, and
with some of the Democrats the city
offices are deemed of more 1mportance
than the office of President. The New
York Dsmocrats, of all factions, how-
ever, claim that the National ticket
will not be affected ard that the in-
creased vote brought out by the fac-
tional fight wi'l make the National
Democratic ticket that much strouger.

The Republican bhope of earrying In-
diapa is based on Lthe ex that
Candidate H arrison having bis residence
there may nduce many, from Siate
pride, to support the Repuablican nouwa-
foee. The tariff scare is not a phase of
the campalign that can be extensively
worked in Indiana, so that the Demo-
cralle position upon the tax question is
pot likely to add any new votes to the
Republican party. The heaviest man-
ufacturiog district of the State is along
the Kentucky border, a section that is
intensely Deamocratic. New Albany
and Jeffersonville, both of which are
directly opposite Louisville, Kentocky,
are large manufscturing towns but their
Democracy is unflinchirg. New Al-
bany teems with glass and iron furna-
ces, while at Jeffersonville are situated
the largest ship yards along the Otlo
River. Ino both the iron and glass in-
duostries of New Albany strikes bave
been too mumerous to make those em-
ployed in them believe that a high tariff
keeps up wages that are constantly
falling.

Statistics show that in recent years
Southern Indiana has grown at a much
more rapid rate than have the towns in
the northern part of the State. This is
particularly true of the section south
of the Ohio and Mississipp! Railroad, a
region that gives a very large Democrat-
ic vote. Along the Ohio River vorder
are many towns inhabited almost entire-
ly by Germans and their descendants,
and even the most careless observer of
polities will admit that the big prepond-
erance of the (German vyote this year
will be cast for the Democratic nom-
inee, Notwithstanding the fact that
the nomination of Harrison was intend-
ed to take Indiana from the doubtfal
column by arousing great enthusiasm
for the Repablican candidate, even the
Repablican leaders now admit that the
selection of an Indiana standard bearer
has falled in its mission. Harrison’s
friends guaranteed that if he was nom—
inated they would take care of the State
and leave the National Committee free
to conduet the campaign elsewhere,
But the first State Commiltee to call
for assistanee from the National Com-
mittes was that of Indiana,

It is hardly to be expected that organ-
ized labor, which is very strong in In-
diana. will enthuse over a cindidate
who all his life has been a corporation
and a rallroad lawyer. And when that
candidate is warmly supported by a
newspaper that for years has been fight—
iog organized labor, it is but pataral to
find a bitter antipathy among the work-
ingmen against the Republican nom-
inee, General Harrison bas done
nothing to win the admiration of the
laboring men and in his own State he
has done considerable to offend them.
This year the Indiana Democrats are
making s much more active and enthu-
siastic eampaign than they did four
years ago, when Uleveland carried the
State. Opposed to a candidate who is
almost ao experiment in national poli-
tics, the Democrats have one who not
only has the prestige of & successful,
honest and economiecal administration,
but one who Las firmly stood ap azsinst
favored class lagisiation and boldly de-
filed monopoly.

When Harrison’s warmest friends
admit that Indiana is a doublful State
it is an acknowledgement that they see
that the drift of political sentiment is
against them. Indiana was Democrat-
ic four years ago and recent conditions
have strengthened the Demoerats and
weakened the Iepublicans. —Pliladel-
phia Herald,
